It is to inform that 3.10 lakh SHGs are formed and they are further facilitated to organize into 9485 slum level federations and 220 town level federations -  for enabling CBOs to implement various poverty alleviation activities covering Health, education, livelihoods and infrastructure items. 

It is further to inform that as per the available information from PDs, there are 877 nomadic groups in the state (district wise list enclosed) which were being covered by destitutes, CSWs & Other categories. It is now proposed to enable the PoPs ( ultra poor ) to cover into SHGs so as to have a specific strategy for them to avail various benefits from MEPMA  . All the PDs in consultation with IB specialists, are instructed to 

Collect the data of nomadic groups town wise , as per list enclosed to this letter and revise it as per actuals town wise.

Conduct meeting with TLF OB members & CD staff before 10th of  June’2013 . In case of feasibility, identify  2-4 senior CRPs from among the existing nomadic groups with the seniority of 3-4 years .

            Orient them on aspects of nomadic groups and possible locations of their existence - ULB wise and also handover the list of nomadic groups with the names of the members  and deploy them to the towns . In case of non-availability of CRPs, deploy the existing Sr IB CRPs.

Senior CRPs with the support of TLF OB members assess the position of existing nomadic groups and also potential for further formation of nomadic groups in towns before 2nd week of June’2013 in the following proforma.
